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I INTRODUCTION

For a number of years, SIRC has been reviewing CSIS's "increased footprint abroad",
which has resulted in an important growth of operational activities and personnel
outside Canada. Against the backdrop of this new operational reality, SIRC has sought
ways to use the information gleaned from its foreign station visits to feed its broader
view of CSIS's activities abroad.

This was SIRC's first examination of Station. lt provided perspective on how the
threat situation in has changed drastically in the last two years, leading to a
change in CSIS's role in this part of the world. SIRC also gained perspective on the
work undertaken in a foreign setting that undertakes operations in hostile,
dangerous and difficult environments. Finally, the review provided insight into new
relationships that are being forged and tested to support CSIS's increased foreign
operational presence.

Overall SIRC found that CSIS's presence
is seen as both welcome and necessary. The relationships that CSIS has developed
with Canadian domestic partners appear to be of mutual benefit, and those with foreign
partners to be productive. This review highlighted the value and need for CSIS to
operate in various parts of the world to fulfil its mandate.
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2 METHODOLOGY

This review had set out to examine two very different stations -
- with the goal of tying together common operational threads and other

areas of interest. Given the
intelligence services and substation status to as well as close
proximity to these two locations provided the ideal candidates on
which to juxtapose SIRC's analysis. In addition, information obtained from these two
foreign station visits were intended to feed two other on-going SIRC reviews. Due to
circumstances that prevented SIRC from travelling as well as changes in
the focus of the other two reviews, the objectives set out in the original work plan were
subsequently altered. SIRC's visit to took place as planned, but was
chosen as an alternate foreign station.l

This study examined all relevant documentation pertaining to activities at
Station, including: station and country profiles, foreign arrangements, cooperation with
files, relevant human source files, briefing notes, planning documents, security
procedures, policy documentation, allied reporting, email correspondence and
intelligence assessments. SIRC looked at all relevant operational and corporate
documentation and held briefings with the operational desks at HQ, as well
representatives of to help place the review into context.

SIRC was told that the trickle-down effect of new the legislation
has not yet been felt by any of the partners This is an issue that SIRC will
likely broach in the context of other future foreign station reviews, as well as next year's
planned review to examine the impacts of SCISA on CSIS operations.
